Regulations for the Payment of Scholarships for Participants of SPINAKER Courses

§1
General Provisions
1. These Regulations define the rules for granting and paying scholarships to participants of courses organized במסגרת the project “Modern Engineering Tools in International Education” (No. BPI/SPI/2024/1/00080/KW/00001), funded by the Polish National Agency for Academic Exchange (NAWA) under the SPINAKER Programme 
– Intensive International Education Programmes.

§2
Eligible Participants
1. Scholarships are granted to participants admitted to courses under the project who meet the criteria specified in the Call for Applications and verified by the Beneficiary.
2. Participants are required to submit all necessary documents and declarations (including consent for personal data processing and confirmation of student/doctoral status).

§3
Scope of Scholarship Benefits
1. The scholarship includes a daily lump sum to cover living costs (accommodation, meals, and other subsistence expenses).
2. The daily rate is specified in the NAWA Beneficiary Handbook and amounts to PLN 300 per day for course participants in Poland.
3. The scholarship is calculated for each day of participation in the course, with the possibility of adding a maximum of 2 travel days (arrival and departure combined).
4. Additionally, participants are entitled to a lump sum for travel costs, the amount of which depends on the distance between the place of residence and Biała Podlaska (in accordance with the European Commission distance calculator).
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§4. 
Payment Rules
1. The scholarship is paid in Polish zloty (PLN) via bank transfer to the account indicated by the participant.
2. Payment is made within up to 21 working days from the start of the course, after the participant has signed the scholarship agreement and submitted all required documents.
3. In the event of withdrawal from the course or shortening of the stay, the participant is required to return the appropriate portion of the scholarship proportionate to the unused period.
§5. 
Participant Obligations
1. The participant is required to attend classes in accordance with the course programme (40 hours onsite + 30 hours online).
2. Maintaining the right to the scholarship is conditional upon active participation in the course and taking the final test verifying learning outcomes.
3. The participant is required to complete the NAWA evaluation survey sent after the completion of the course.
§6. 
Final Provisions
1. These Regulations apply to all participants of courses implemented under the SPINAKER project.
2. Matters not regulated herein shall be governed by the provisions of the Agreement with NAWA, the Call for Applications, and the Beneficiary Handbook.
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
